Year 7 trip to London — St Paul’s Cathedral on Thursday 23" February 2023

A trip has been organised for Year 7 to visit St Paul’s Cathedral in London.

The visit will be on 23" February. We will be travelling by train from Norwich Station. Departure is on the 8.03am
train (arriving at London Liverpool Street at 10am) and returning on the 2.30pm train from London Liverpool
Street (arriving in Norwich at 4.20pm). Students would need to be dropped at the station for 7.40am. It would be
appreciated if you drop off and collect your child on time; if we are delayed for any reason, we will let you know.

The trip gives students the chance to explore Medieval London and to visit St Paul’s Cathedral as part of our
History topic about the Middle Ages and the Black Death. We will walk to both Pudding Lane and The Monument
as well as climbing the dome at St Paul’s Cathedral.
