We have organised a History curriculum trip to Duxford Imperial War Museum on Thursday 23rd April 2026 for all
Year 9 students and two Year 10 History/Geography students. This is to support the learning we have been doing
about WW1 and WW?2.,

Duxford is about a 90 minutes’ drive away; we will be taking a small coach, leaving school at 9am and returning for
about 5.30pm. This means that students will need to be collected from school. If it is easier for you to collect at
Acle, we can stop at the Travel Lodge car park at approximately 5pm, please let us know. Please return the attached
slip by 15™ April to let us know where you would like to collect your child.

There is no charge for this trip. Students will require a packed lunch. School will supply these for students who
usually have lunch provided. Please ensure that they have lots of water, a hat and sunscreen and a raincoat. There
is a lot of walking involved at Duxford, so comfortable shoes will be very important, school uniform must be worn,
but if they wish to wear trainers for comfort that day, this is allowed.

There is a good shop at Duxford, selling war memorabilia and all things aircraft related! If students wish to bring
money to spend, they can, but they must be aware that this is their responsibility, we will visit the shop at the end of
the visit, and they will need to look after their money all day before. It is not necessary to bring money at all, and we
recommend no more than £20.

We ran a trip to Duxford last year and students learned a huge amount, so we are excited for the opportunity to go
again to enrich our curriculum and see some ‘real’ History. As always, we will expect all students to behave in a way
that makes us proud and reflect All Saints School in a positive light.
